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The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Newnan, Georgia was held on 
Tuesday, July 24, 2007 at 7:30 p. m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor 
Keith Brady presiding. 
 
CALL TO ORDER
 
Mayor Brady called the meeting to order and delivered the invocation.   
 
 
PRESENT 
 
Mayor Keith Brady. Council members present: Ray DuBose; George Bradshaw; Clayton 
Hicks; George Alexander and Rhodes Shell. Council member absent: Cynthia E. Jenkins.  
Also present were: City Manager, Richard A. Bolin; City Clerk, Della Hill; Planning 
Director, Tracey Dunnavant;  Community Development Director, Cleatus Phillips;  Public 
Works Director, Michael Klahr; City Attorney, Brad Sears and Chief of Police, Douglas 
“Buster” Meadows. 
 
MINUTES – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING – JULY 10, 2007 
 
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Bradshaw to dispense with the 
reading of the minutes of the Council meeting on July 10, 2007 and adopt them as 
presented.  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
APPOINTMENT – NEWNAN CULTURAL ARTS COMMITTEE    
 
Mayor Brady asked the City Manager to place this appointment on the agenda for the 
meeting on August 14, 2007. 
  
 
REQUEST – PAVING DRIVEWAY - BEAUTIFICATION BUILDING ON BOONE DRIVE  
 
The City Manager informed Council that the driveway to the new Beautification building, 
Garage and Shop area was in bad condition.  He noted that he had met with Mr. Mc 
Waters, a paving contractor, and he had given him a price of $26,675 for this project.  He 
indicated that the City would prepare the street for paving and Mr. Mc Waters would do 
the paving.  He requested Council’s approval to enter into an agreement with Mr. Mc 
Waters for the paving. He also noted that the paving could be done in the next couple of 
weeks which was in line with the completion of the building; however, if it goes out to bid it 
would take much longer. He informed Council that he had another bid and it was higher.   
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Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to approve the request 
from staff to enter into an agreement with Mr. Mc Waters to pave the driveway to the new 
Beautification building, Garage and Shop area at a cost of $26,675.  
 
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
REQUEST – PAVE STREET FOR NEW SECTION – OAK HILL CEMETERY 
 
The City Manager informed Council that there was about 300 feet of street that needed to 
be built for a new section in Oak Hill Cemetery.  He also noted that the proposed street 
had already been graded and he was seeking Council’s permission to contract with Mr. 
Mc Waters in order to have the new section opened within the next month. He advised 
that he would have the cost for this paving at the August 14, 2007 meeting. 
      
ORDINANCE – TAXES FOR YEAR 2007 – FIRST READING 
  
The City Manager presented an ordinance setting the 2007 tax rate at 4.32 mils for the 
general operations of the City. He indicated that this was as high as the millage rate could 
be with out having a tax increase and noted last year’s millage rate was 4.34 mils.  
 
Motion by Councilman Bradshaw, seconded by Councilman Alexander to adopt the 
ordinance, on first reading, setting the 2007 tax rate at 4.32 mils for the general operations 
of the City.   
 
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
Mayor Brady asked the City Manager to place this ordinance for a second and final 
reading on the agenda for the meeting on August 14, 2007. 
            
BID – RADIO/TELEPHONE RECORDER – POLICE DEPARTMENT 
 
The Police Chief informed Council that sealed bids were sent out and they found that the 
responding vendors met all or most all of the specifications with conditions.  He indicated 
that this would replace the current system which had been in use for approximately eight 
years and noted that parts were no longer available for repair to this system. He advised 
that staff recommended that the low bid from Public Sector Technologies, Inc. in the 
amount of $11,263.00 be accepted.   
 
Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilman Hicks to accept staff’s 
recommendation and accept the low bid from Public Sector Technologies, Inc. in the 
amount of $11,263.00 for a new radio/telephone recorder.  
 
  
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
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REQUEST – DECLARE PROPERTY AS SURPLUS – SELL AT PUBLIC AUCTION  
  
Mayor Brady presented a request to sell surplus property at a public auction and noted 
that the surplus property list was included in the agenda.   
 
Motion by Councilman Shell, seconded by Councilman Alexander to declare the submitted 
list of property as surplus and approve the request for this surplus property to be sold at 
public auction on August 31, 2007. 
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
REQUEST – AUTHORIZATION TO HIRE MASONRY CONTRACTOR – CARNEGIE 
LIBRARY BUILDING  
  
The Community Development Director informed Council that DL Porter & Associates 
completed a building condition assessment for the Carnegie Library building and found 
that one of the major issues identified was the condition of the masonry on the rear 
façade. He advised Council that after speaking with several references with knowledge of 
historic building renovations, staff had contacted Bibler Masonry for an estimate and had 
an opportunity to speak with them about the needed repairs.  He noted that they had 
responded with a proposal to make the needed repairs at a rate of $105 per hour per “1 
mason and 1 labor team” plus materials with a total not to exceed $30,000. He indicated 
that due to the historic value of the Carnegie Library and the need to obtain the highest 
qualified contractors, staff recommended that the bidding requirements be waived and that 
the City enter into contract with Bibler Masonry.  
  
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman DuBose to accept the 
recommendation by staff and waive the bidding requirements and that the City enter into a 
contract with Bibler Masonry for the masonry repairs to the Carnegie Library building at a 
rate of $105 per hour not to exceed $30,000.  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
RESOLUTION – ESTABLISHING QUALIFYING DATES FOR ELECTION – COUNCIL 
DISTRICTS A, C, D AND F  
 
Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilman Hicks to adopt the resolution to 
establish qualifying dates for the City of Newnan General Election for Council Districts A, 
C, D and F, to open on August 27, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. and close on August 29, 2007 at 
4:30 p.m.  
  
    MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0)  
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RESOLUTION - APPOINT ELECTION SUPERINTENDENT AND ASSISTANT 
ELECTION SUPERINTENDENT – 2007 GENERAL ELECTION   
 
Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilman Shell to adopt the resolution to 
appoint Ms. Jane Scoggins as Election Superintendent and Ms. Della Hill as Assistant 
Election Superintendent for the 2007 City of Newnan General Election to be held on 
November 6, 2007.  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 120 DAY STATUS REPORT – 8 THOMPSON STREET 
 
The Code Enforcement Officer presented a status report on the substandard structure 
located at 8 Thompson Street.  He indicated that no progress had been made on this 
structure and the dead-line for the resolution was August 27, 2007. He advised that this 
report was for information only and no further action was required at this time.  

 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 153 EAST BROAD 
STREET  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the substandard structure located at 153 East 
Broad Street.  
 
Ms. Cindy Green requested more time to complete the repairs and indicated they are also 
working on 155 East Broad Street.  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that the file on the substandard structure 
located at 153 East Broad Street was opened in February 2006.  He noted that staff had 
not observed any progress being made to alleviate the code violations and further noted 
that the structure was vacant and was secured from an unforced entry.  He indicated that 
in his opinion the cost to bring the structure into compliance by means of repair did exceed 
50% of the structure’s assessed tax value. He advised that staff recommended the 
adoption of a resolution directing the property owner to either repair or demolish the 
structure within one hundred eighty (180) days with 30 day progress reports.  
 
No one else present spoke on this issue. Mayor Brady closed the public hearing. 
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to adopt a resolution 
directing the property owner to either repair or demolish the substandard structure located 
at 153 East Broad Street within one hundred eighty (180) days with 30 day progress 
reports. 
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
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PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 155 EAST BROAD 
STREET  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the substandard housing located at 155 East 
Broad Street. 
 
Ms. Cindy Green informed Council that a lot of work had been done on the inside but 
there was still a lot of work on the back of the structure that needs to be completed.  She 
requested one hundred eighty (180) days to do the repairs.  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that since February 2006 staff had 
observed little efforts being made to correct code violations on this structure.  He also 
noted that the structure was secured from an unforced entry.  He indicated that in his 
opinion the cost to bring the structure into compliance by means of repair did exceed 50% 
of the structure’s assessed tax value. He advised that staff recommended the adoption of 
a resolution directing the property owner to repair or demolish the substandard structure 
within one hundred eighty (180) days.  
 
No one else present spoke on this issue. Mayor Brady closed the public hearing. 
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to adopt the resolution 
directing the property owner to repair or demolish the substandard structure located at 155 
East Broad Street within one hundred eighty (180) days with 30 day progress reports. 
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION -- SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 33 FAIR STREET  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the substandard structure located at 33 Fair 
Street. 
 
Mr. Clarence Bohannon, contractor, informed Council that he was working on both 33 and 
35 Fair Street with some progress.  He requested 180 days to do the repairs.  
 
Mr. Willie Addison, owner, informed Council that he was on a fixed income and was doing 
the repairs as he could afford them.  He noted that he plans to repair the houses but 
needs time to complete them.   
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that since 2004 staff had observed little 
effort being made to correct code violations on 33 Fair Street.  He noted that since the City 
had condemned the structure in April 2007, the owner had initiated a renewed effort to 
attempt to repair the structure.  He further noted that the structure was vacant and was 
secured from an unforced entry.  He indicated that in his opinion the cost to bring this 
structure into compliance by means of repair did exceed 50% of the structure’s assessed 
tax value. He advised that staff recommended the adoption of a resolution directing the 
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property owner to repair or demolish the structure within one hundred eighty (180) days 
with 30 day progress reports.  
 
No one else present spoke on this issue. Mayor Brady closed the public hearing. 
  
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to adopt a resolution 
directing the owner of 33 Fair Street to repair or demolish the substandard structure within 
one hundred eighty (180) days with 30 day progress reports.  
 
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0)  
           
 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION - SUBSTANDARD HOUSING - 35 FAIR STREET  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the substandard structure located at 35 Fair 
Street. 
 
Mr. Willie Addison indicated that he was the owner of both 33 and 35 Fair Street and he 
requested more time to complete the repairs.  
  
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that since 2004 staff had observed little 
efforts being made to correct code violations on 35 Fair Street.  He noted that since the 
City condemned the structure in April 2007 the owner had expressed an interest in 
repairing the structure and that the structure was vacant and was secured from an 
unforced entry.  He indicated that in his opinion the cost to bring the structure into 
compliance by means of repair did exceed 50% of the structure’s assessed tax value.  
He advised that staff recommended the adoption of a resolution directing the property 
owner to repair or demolish the structure within one hundred eighty (180) days with 30 day 
progress reports.  
 
No one else present spoke on this issue. Mayor Brady closed the public hearing. 
   
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to adopt a resolution 
directing the property owner to repair or demolish the substandard structure located at 35 
Fair Street within one hundred eighty (180) days with 30 day progress reports.  
 
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0)   
      
PUBLIC HERING/RESOLUTION - SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 4 MARY ANN STREET 
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on substandard housing located at 4 Mary Ann 
Street. 
 
Mr. Willie Horsley, owner East Side Clean up Shop, informed Council hat he planned to 
demolish the structure at 4 Mary Ann Street and requested more time to remove the 
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equipment from the structure.  He indicated that he would like to have one hundred fifty 
(150) days to complete everything.   
 
The Code Enforcement Officer advised Council that in March 2005 staff had conducted an 
inspection of the structure located at 4 Mary Ann Street, noting the need for roof repair.  
He further noted that since the initial inspection staff had observed no efforts being made 
to correct the unsafe conditions.  He indicated that in his opinion the cost to bring the 
structure into compliance by means of repair did exceed 50% of the structure’s assessed 
tax value.  He advised that staff recommended the adoption of a resolution directing the 
property owner to repair or demolish the structure located at 4 Mary Ann Street within one 
hundred fifty (150) days.  
 
No one else present spoke on this issue. Mayor Brady closed the public hearing.  
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to adopt a resolution 
directing the property owner to demolish the substandard structure located at 4 Mary Ann 
Street within one hundred fifty (150) days.  
  

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
  
 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION - SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 55 SPENCE 
AVENUE  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the substandard structure located at 55 Spence 
Avenue.  
 
Mr. John Dunn, owner, informed Council that he had purchased the structure in April and 
a permit was issued in May and noted that he had completed about 70% of the repairs. He 
requested one hundred twenty (120) days to bring the structure into compliance with the 
code.  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that staff had been monitoring the 
structure located at 55 Spence Avenue since 2006.  He noted that in April 2007 staff had 
conducted a follow up observation noting unsafe conditions were readily visible from an 
exterior examination of the structure. He further noted that since the initial condemnation 
of the structure in April 2007 the property had been purchased and the new owners had 
demonstrated a sincere willingness to cooperate.  He indicated that they had undertaken 
repairs and renovations of the structure and progress had been made. He stated that in 
his opinion the cost to bring the structure into compliance by means of repair did exceed 
50% of the structure’s assessed tax value. He advised that staff recommended the 
adoption of a resolution directing the property owner to complete repairs or demolish the 
substandard structure within one hundred twenty (120) days. 
 
No one else present spoke on this issue.  Mayor Brady closed the public hearing. 
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Motion by Councilman Shell, seconded by Councilman Alexander to accept staff’s 
recommendation and adopt a resolution directing the property owner to complete repairs 
or demolish the substandard structure located at 55 Spence Avenue within one hundred 
twenty (120) days with 30 day progress reports.  
  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION – SUBSTANARD HOUSING – 49 WEST 
WASHINGTON STREET  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the substandard structure located at 49 West 
Washington Street.  
 
Ms. Christina Lark, daughter of owner, informed Council that she was in the process of 
obtaining a quit claim deed on the structure at 49 West Washington Street.  She indicated 
that she plans to have everything completed within the next six months.  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that in April 2007 staff was called to this 
location by a neighbor complaining about rodent harborage.  He indicated that in the 
course of investigating the complaint staff had observed unsafe conditions on the property 
and violations rendering this structure unfit for human occupancy.  He further noted that 
the structure was vacant and had been secured from unforced entry.  He stated that in his 
opinion the cost to bring the structure into compliance by means of repair did exceed 50% 
of the structure’s assessed tax value. 
 
Mr. Troy Meuninck, resident at 47 West Washington Street, voiced his concern about the 
sanitary conditions at this house and noted that he would like to see some improvements 
before it gets back to the same condition.      
 
No one else present spoke on this issue.  Mayor Brady closed the public hearing. 
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Bradshaw to adopt a 
resolution directing the property owner to repair or demolish the substandard structure 
located at 49 West Washington Street within one hundred twenty (120) days with 30 day 
progress reports.   
 
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0)  
 
 
REQUEST -- EXTENSION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 48 FAIR STREET  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer presented a request by the owner William Fike for an 
extension on the resolution for the substandard structure located at 48 Fair Street and 
indicated that Mr. Fike was in attendance.  
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Mr. William Fike, owner, passed out pictures of his progress and requested a sixty day 
extension on the resolution to complete the repairs.  He informed Council that he had 
health issues in his family.  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that the substandard housing file was 
opened in July 2001 and Mr. Fike had appeared before Council in April 2007 seeking 
another extension on the resolution and Council had granted him a 90 day extension.  He 
further noted that as of July 16, 2007 no significant progress had been made towards 
bringing the structure into compliance. He also indicated that he had no problem with 
granting a 60 day extension; however, he felt that an inspection should be made and more 
progress needs to be made than had been made in the past months.  He recommended 
that if no progress was made during this extension, then the resolution should be 
executed.   
 
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to grant a sixty (60) 
extension on 48 Fair Street.     
  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
REQUEST EXTENSION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 3 HARDAWAY STREET  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that Jessie Smith, owner, requested an 
extension on the resolution on the substandard structure located at 3 Hardaway Street. He 
indicated that the owner was present.  
 
Ms. Daisy Smith, owner, requested an extension of 60 days to complete the repairs on 3 
Hardaway Street.     
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman DuBose to approve the 
request and grant the owner an extension of sixty (60) days on the resolution for the 
substandard structure located at 3 Hardaway Street. 
 
 
     MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
REQUEST -- RELEASE OF RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING –  
6 WESTGATE PARK LANE  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer requested a release of the resolution on the structure 
located at 6 Westgate Park Lane. He informed Council that there was an affidavit by Mr.  
Clerk that explains that he was trying to purchase this property but in order for him to get a 
loan he needed the resolution released. He advised Council that he had conducted an on 
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site inspection and exterior issues seem to be resolved but the interior issues at this point 
had not been resolved.  
 
The City Attorney indicated that the structure had already been through the process and if 
Mr. Clerk did not follow through it would not take long to reissue the process.  He further 
noted that the structure seems to have reached the time where it is approaching 50% of 
repairs and also noted that the City always has the option to cite the property owners and 
take them into court for violating the ordinances of the City. He advised Council he had no 
objection to releasing the resolution.  
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman DuBose to release the 
resolution on the substandard structure located at 6 Westgate Park Lane based on Mr. 
Clerk purchasing the property and making the repairs under the terms of the resolution.

MOTION CARRIED. (5 - 0 - 1) 
 
 
REQUEST – MIKE STOKELY FOUNDATION, INC. – CLOSING ARMORY ROAD 
 
Mayor Brady presented a request from Mike Stokely Foundation to close Armory Road 
beginning at the Armory fence line off LaGrange Street and continuing down Armory 
toward Sewell Road leaving access to Newnan High if events were going on or for 
emergency purposes and not blocking any Newnan High Driveways.  He noted that this 
event was for a charity fundraiser “Ride to Remember” on August 25, 2007 from 10:00 
a.m. until 4:00 p.m. 
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, second by Councilman Bradshaw to approve the 
request by the Mike Stokley Foundation to close Armory Road beginning at the Armory 
fence line off LaGrange Street and continuing down Armory Road toward Sewell Road for 
a charity event “Ride to Remember” on August 25, 2007 from 10:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m.  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
REQUEST – MAIN STREET – CLOSE STREETS – FALL TASTE OF NEWNAN 
 
Mayor Brady presented a request from Main Street Newnan seeking permission to close 
streets on October 4, 2007 for the Fall Taste of Newnan.  He indicated that the North and 
South Court Square would need to be closed beginning at 3:00 p.m. and they were also 
requesting permission to expand the event to include West Washington and West Broad 
to Brown Street and would need to include them in the 3:00 p.m. closure. 
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Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilman Hicks to approve the request 
from Main Street Newnan to close North and South Court Square for the Fall Taste of 
Newnan on October 4th and to include West Washington and West Broad to Brown Street 
in the street closings.  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
REQUEST – FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH – CLOSE BROWN STREET 
 
Mayor Brady presented a letter from First Baptist Church Music Associate asking 
permission to block traffic to Brown Street (from Washington to Madison) from 9:00 p.m. 
Tuesday, August 7th until 9:00 p.m. Wednesday, August 8th.  He indicated that they were 
having their annual Music and Missions Kick-off Fair and would be using the Warehouse.  
 
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to approve the request 
from First Baptist Church to block off Brown Street on August 7th from 9:00 p.m. until 9:00 
p.m. on August 8th for their annual Music and Missions Kick-off Fair.  
 

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
 
REQUEST – NORTH STREET -- ONE-WAY STREET 
 
Mr. Eddie Teagle informed Council that a petition to make North Street a one-way street 
was signed by the residents and was given to the Police Department.  He requested that 
Council consider making North Street into a one-way street because there was not 
enough room for two cars to pass.  
 
Mayor Brady instructed Mr. Teagle to meet with the Police Chief after the meeting for 
more details for the study and staff would make a recommendation to Council.  
 
Mr. Michael Johnson requested that North Street be paved because of the pot holes on 
this street.   
 
VISITORS    
 
Mr. James Ben Mc Koy indicated that he had a lot a gemological data and wants to see 
that this information was properly preserved.  He would like for Council to consider the 
Carnegie Library building to be the location for a gemological office.     
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COUNCIL REMARKS 
 
Councilman Bradshaw noted that he would like to set a date to discuss the detailed report 
on the Hollis House to try to come up with a resolution.  
 
Mayor Brady informed him that tomorrow a letter would be copied to Council and Mr. 
Royal, who was handling the Hollis Estate, in regards to information the Council would 
need to make a decision on this matter.  
 
Councilman Bradshaw noted that he knew that the intersection at Greenville and Spence 
was delayed until additional studies could be made. He requested a recommendation from 
Council in order to move forward on the project.  
 
The City Attorney advised Council that resolutions were prepared on the intersection but 
Council voted not to move forward at that time.  He indicated that at this point Council 
would need to vote to move forward with the project. 
 
Mayor Brady advised against taking any action until the property owners who would be 
affected were notified and noted that this could be put on the agenda for the August 14, 
2007 meeting.  
 
Councilman Bradshaw stated that the Carnegie Library building was a hot topic.  He 
instructed staff to give Council a report on the things that need to happen in order to 
advance forward with the project. He also noted that in order for something to happen you 
have to have a plan.   
 
Councilman Alexander indicated that one issue was whether the City would retain the 
courtroom at the library building for a municipal court.  
 
Mayor Brady noted that the City’s plan to acquire a municipal courtroom in the new 
Coweta County Justice Center had fallen through and we need to find a better permanent 
home for our municipal court.  
 
The City Manager informed Council that he had already started making a list of things the 
City would need to accomplish in order to reopen the Carnegie building as a library. He 
stated they would need to get the building back up to standard and figure out the cost of 
the project and all the logistics of what they would want the building to include and also 
look into their legal requirements and delve into a number of other issues.  
 
Councilman Alexander informed Council he had received calls from residents on Lovelace 
Street about problems with drugs and a shot house.  He noted that he had called the Chief 
of Police and wanted to thank him and his staff for acting so quickly on the complaint.   
 
Councilman DuBose indicated that he felt an important part of the intersection at Spence 
and Greenville should be the streetscape issue and how this was going to be addressed.

 At the last City Council meeting staff was authorized 
to negotiate with Mr. Joe McWaters of McWaters & Sons, 
Inc. to provide a price for the construction of a street 
around a new section being constructed at Oak Hill 
Cemetery.  A meeting was held with Mr. McWaters and the 
job to be accomplished was laid out.  Mr. McWaters was 
very helpful and has provided a price of $26,824.40 to do 
this work.  The scope of the work includes reworking of a 
section of road leading into this area as well as grading 
the area and compacting one section which is fill dirt.  
The cost of redoing the existing road is $6,733.20, which 
can be taken from SPLOST 07.  The Capital Equipment Fund 
has $25,000 allocated for the construction of this 
section so with the $6,733.20 paid by SPLOST ’07 the 
remainder of $20,091.20 will be covered by the allocation 
in the Capital Equipment Fund. 
 
 It is my recommendation that the city agree to have 
McWaters & Sons do this work and to pay for the work as 
outlined.
