CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Brady called the meeting to order and delivered the invocation.

Mayor Brady asked the City Manager to place Councilman Alexander’s appointment, Joan
Crawford to Keep Newnan Beautiful for a three (3) year term on the next agenda.

DISCUSSION — CARNEGIE LIBRARY PROJECT

Mayor Brady informed Council that they were close to the point of going out for RFPs for
the construction of the Carnegie Library Project. He noted that the Carnegie Foundation
Board met with him and the City Manager last week to discuss several housekeeping
items that need to be taken care of before moving forward with the project. He noted that
he had asked the City Attorney to look at what needs to done as far as ordinance changes
and commission appointments. He indicated that the City previously discussed its
intention not to operate Carnegie as a full-service library at the suggestion of the
appointed Carnegie Library Committee which had conducted citizen surveys along with
their recommendation to Council.

The City Attorney advised Council in order to have a full- service library they would need
to reconstitute a board of directors and the City would have to join the County Library
System for funding. He indicated that for the City to provide library like services, it could
be done by operating it like the Wadsworth Auditorium where everything comes through
staff and any decisions made concerning the physically be made by Council through
direction to staff or a commission could be created to make recommendations to Council.

Councilman DuBose indicated that he would like staff to give input on what type of staffing
and management they would prefer at the library and give Council a recommendation on
which they feel would work best. He also noted that he would like to create an operation
budget.
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Councilman Alexander indicated that he would like to have the City contact Carnegie
Library Committee members to find out what their ideas are before moving forward with
the project. He further noted that the committee had expressed a desire for the building to
include meeting rooms.

Mayor Brady instructed staff to proceed with gathering information to determine a course

of action for the Carnegie project.

RECOMMENDATION — ON-CALL ENGINEERING SERVICES

The Public Works Director informed Council that after extensive review of the proposals
by the Engineering Department, staff recommended that the contract be awarded to Pond
& Company. He indicated that they were a full-service architecture, engineering and
planning firm, headquartered in Norcross, Georgia, with more than 40 years of providing
professional services for municipalities and counties in Georgia. He informed Council that
they based their review and recommendation on many factors including project
experience relative to the City of Newnan, billing rates, knowledge of our community, plan
for accomplishing projects and references. He advised that staff recommended
authorizing a contract with Pond & Company, for a term of (2) years, with an option for
renewal for one (1) additional year, with assignments awarded such that their specified
durations would not exceed the contract term.

Motion by Councilman Coggin, seconded by Councilwoman Jenkins to accept and
approve the recommendation by staff and award the contract for engineering services to
Pond & Company for a term of two (2) years with an option for renewal for one (1)
additional year, with assignments awarded such that their specified duration would not
exceed the contract term.

MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)

REQUEST — INVITATION TO BID — FULL DEPTH RECLAMATION AND PAVING —
PORTION MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. DRIVE

The Public Works Director informed Council that they had determined that Martin Luther
King, Jr. Drive was in need of structural repairs and resurfacing and noted that they had
consulted with the Georgia Department of Transportation and staff had identified this
street as a good candidate for utilizing full depth reclamation with soil cement as the
additive. He further noted that officials with GDOT had indicated that LARP money
appropriated for resurfacing this section may be applied to the FDR project as proposed.
He advised that staff recommended authorizing the release of an invitation to bid for full
depth reclamation and paving for a portion of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.
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Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilwoman Jenkins to accept staff's
recommendation and authorize the release of an Invitation to Bid for full depth reclamation
and paving for a portion of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.

MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)

BID — RIDING MOWER — BEAUTIFICATION DEPARTMENT

The Community Development Director presented the following three bids that were
received for a riding lawn mower for the Beautification Department:

He advised that staff recommended that the City accept the lowest bid of $7,150 from
Breeding Tractor and Equipment for the riding lawn mower.

Breeding Tractor and Equipment for the riding lawn mower for the Beautification
Department in the amount of $7,150.

BID — INSTALLATION OF ROUNDABOUT — INTERSECTION OF EAST BROAD
STREET AND GREISON TRAIL

The Community Development Director informed Council that only one (1) bid was
received from Southeastern Site Development in the amount of $520,838.65 for the
installation of the roundabout at the intersection of East Broad Street and Greison Trail.
He advised that staff recommended accepting this bid and funding for this intersection
improvement project was eligible in the amount of $457,000 from the Impact Fee Program
and the additional funding was available in 2002 or 2007 SPLOST funds. Opposed:
Jenkins.

Motion by Councilman Shell, seconded by Councilman Alexander to award the bid for the
installation of the roundabout at the intersection of East Broad Street and Greison Trail
and funding from the Impact Fee Program and additional funding from 2002 or 2007
SPLOST funds. Opposed: Jenkins

MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 1)
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AGREEMENT — COWETA COUNTY — LEVELING AND RESURFACING NEWNAN
CROSSING BYPASS FROM POPLAR ROAD TO LOWER FAYETTEVILLE ROAD

The Public Works Director informed Council that officials with Coweta County Road
Department had approached the City with a proposal to repair the section of Newnan
Crossing Bypass from Poplar Road to Lower Fayetteville Road. He indicated that the
proposed method of repair includes placing a perma-flex mix as a leveling course for
added strength and then placing a 9.5 mm surface course. He advised that staff
recommended entering into an agreement with Coweta County for leveling and
resurfacing Newnan Crossing Bypass from Poplar Road to Lower Fayetteville Road, as
proposed, with the City paying for the cost of repairs to that portion of the road within the
City and funding be taken from SPLOST 97 at an estimated amount of $179,960.

Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to accept the
recommendation of staff and enter into an agreement with Coweta County for leveling and
resurfacing Newnan Crossing Bypass from Poplar Road to Lower Fayetteville Road with
the City paying for the cost of repairs to that portion of the road within the City at an
estimated amount of $179,960 to be taken from SPLOST 97 funds.

MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)

SUBSTANDARD HOUSING REPORT — 13 FRANK STREET

The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that staff was called to inspect the
structure located at 13 Frank Street in February 2008 due to a fire. He indicated that the
property owner was notified that the structure was unsafe and requested that the owner
secure the structure from unauthorized entry. He further noted that the owner was in the
process of working with the insurance company to determine an arrangement concerning
the structure; however, the structure’s condition had not changed since February 2008 nor
had the owner secured the structure. He advised that staff recommended approval to
proceed with condemnation procedures and authorization to secure the property from an
unforced entry.

Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to accept the report

and recommendation of staff and proceed with condemnation procedures and to instruct
staff to secure the substandard structure located at 13 Frank Street.

MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)
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SUBSTANDARAD HOUSING REPORT — 115 TEMPLE AVENUE

The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council that on April 2, 2008 staff responded to
complaints received concerning the condition of the structure and the property in general
located at 115 Temple Avenue. He indicated that an observation of the structure and
property found several code violations along with unsafe conditions. He further noted that
he was concerned with the construction and renovation work that had been performed
without proper permits. He added that the building was being used for religious assembly
purposes and did appear to be regularly occupied. He advised that as of May 29, 2008
staff had not issued a Certificate of Occupancy for the structure which would certify that
the renovation work that had been performed was code compliant.

The City Attorney advised that the Building Official could issue an order to vacate the
property for lack of a Certificate of Occupancy and if not, they could go to court.

The Community Development Director informed Council that the Fire Marshall was aware
of the conditions at this structure.

Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Hicks to instruct staff to issue
an order to vacate the unsafe property located at 115 Temple Avenue.

Background: Lower Fayetteville Road Ventures and Georgia Power Company are
requesting the annexation of a total of 36.767 acres of land located off Poplar Road into the city
limits for the purpose of developing a commercial/office park. The applicants are requesting the
zoning classification CGN (General Commercial). The tracts of land are adjacent to Stillwood
Farms and are across from the new hospital site. They are currently zoned RR (Rural Reserve)
in the county.

As you recall, these two tracts were previously brought before Council on two separate
occasions by Lower Fayetteville Road Ventures. They initially petitioned the Council in 2003.
At that time, the request to annex was denied resulting in litigation against the City that is still
pending. The petitioner then decided to bring the issue back before Council in 2005, but
withdrew their petition prior to Council’s consideration.

If Council decides to pursue annexation and zoning of this tract, Staff will contact Coweta
County to begin the mitigation procedures.

Options:
A. Act to Pursue Annexation

B. Act Not to Pursue Annexation

Funding: N/A

Recommendation: Should Council decide that the annexation is in the best interest
of the City of Newnan, this request should be forwarded to the Planning Commission
for a zoning recommendation.
