The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Newnan, Georgia was held on 
Tuesday, May 26, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor 
Keith Brady presiding.  
 
CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mayor Brady called the meeting to order and delivered the invocation. 
 
PRESENT 
 
Mayor Keith Brady: Council members present: Ray DuBose; Clayton Hicks; Rhodes Shell;

Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilman Hicks to dispense with the 
reading of the minutes of the Council meeting on May 12, 2009 and adopt them as 
presented.

APPOINTMENT – CULTURAL ARTS COMMISSION   
 
Mayor Brady asked the City Manager to place his appointment on the agenda for the next 
meeting.  
 
REQUEST – BID FOR FULL DEPTH RECLAMATION – GREISON TRAIL - 
BULLSBORO TO OLD JEFFERSON STREET- SUMMERGROVE PARKWAY - LOWER 
FAYETTEVILLE ROAD TO BRIDGE – ELM STREET – ATKINSON STREET TO DIXON 
STREET – LOVELACE STREET - BOONE DRIVE TO SUNSET LANE – ST. CLAIR 
STREET – SPRING STREET TO WESLEY STREET  
 
The City Manager is requesting permission to go to bid for the following streets for full 
depth reclamation:

PUBLIC HEARING/ RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING - 112 GREENVILLE 
STREET  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on 112 Greenville Street and asked if anyone 
present wanted to speak.  
 
Ms. Angela Rogers, owner, informed Council she has been working on this structure for 
over a year.  She is requesting an extension for one hundred eighty (180) days.  
 
Councilman Alexander wanted to know if she has a contractor. 
 
Ms. Rogers informed him they have a contract with Fred Jones. She indicated they have 
had to stop working on the major projects due to funds.  She stated they have two 
properties for sale and as soon as funds are available they will be in full force.    
 
Mr. Rodney Cage, 116 Greenville Street, informed Council this house has been under 
renovation for eighteen months and no progress has been made over the last year.  He 
stated he is sympathetic; however his concerns are how much longer before the structure 
will be complete. He would like assurances the structure would be completed by the end 
of the six months extension. He would also like for the owners to keep the grass cut.     
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Mayor Brady closed the public hearing at this time and stated Ms. Rogers has indicated 
she needs another six months to finish this project and have heard from Mr. Cage 
pleading for the landscaping to be keep up.  
 
Ms. Rogers informed Council she has a lawn service to keep the grass cut and has 
documentation of this.  
 
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to adopt a resolution 
instructing the owner to repair the structure at 112 Greenville Street within one hundred 
eighty (180) days with progress reports every thirty (30) days.

QUOTE – ATLANTA ART CONSERVATION CENTER – TREATMENT OF CHIEF 
MCINTOSH PORTRAIT – PREVIOUSLY DISPLAYED IN CARNEGIE BUILDING  
 
The Planning Director informed Council the City is currently contracting with the Atlanta 
Art Conservation Center for the restoration of Andrew Carnegie’s portrait.  Staff was 
instructed to look into the cost of restoring a portrait of Chief McIntosh which was also 
displayed in the Carnegie Library during its operation. She indicated they asked Atlanta 
Art Conservation Center to examine the portrait and determine a cost for treatment and 
restoration.  She stated the proposal of $2,080.50 is submitted along with the examination 
report in the agenda package.      
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Motion by Councilman Coggin, seconded by Councilman Shell to approve the quote of 
$2,080.50 from the Atlanta Art Conservation Center for the treatment and restoration of 
Chief McIntosh portrait that was previously displayed in the Carnegie building authorizing 
the Mayor to sign the agreement and funding from SPLOST07.

STILLWOOD FARMS OFF NEWNAN CROSSING BOULEVARD EAST – SWAP 
ZONING DESIGNATIIONS OF TWO PARCELS TO ALLOW PARCEL “M” CHANGE 
FROM PDR TO PDO AND PARCEL “ D” CHANGE FROM PDO TO PDR 
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the rezoning request.  
 
The Planning Director presented a report on the swap of zoning parcel “M” from PDR to 
PDO and parcel “D” from PDO to PDR which has the same amount of land in each parcel.  
She indicated the owner is seeking to swap the zoning of two parcels to allow for office 
institutional on Pod “M” and multi-family residential on Pod “D”. She advised if this is 
approved it would allow the apartments to be located on the same side of the Boulevard 
which will allow safer access and connectivity to the amenities and management offices. 
She informed Council this plan was originally adopted in 1997 and has since then had 
three subsequent amendments and the applicant is now asking for the fourth. She stated 
staff feels there are topography issues that would make developing the existing multi-
family site more difficult. She noted the site has steep slopes and a required 150 feet of 
buffer on each side of the stream; however the developer has provided a proposed layout 
showing how 104 units could be obtained. She indicated in terms of the comprehensive 
plan they felt the Future Land Use would be compatible with the residential use proposed. 
She stated there will not be any additional impact as far as the services division. She 
noted with the construction of the new hospital there will be an increase of traffic. She 
advised at the April 14, 2009, Planning Commission meeting they voted unanimously to 
recommend approval of the zoning swap with the proffered condition that Pod “D” be 
limited to 104 units.  
 
APPLICANT     
 
Mr. Dennis Drewyer, informed Council they are requesting to swap two approved land 
uses and not asking for more apartments than approved and not asking for less office 
space.  He indicated having apartments next to apartments provides for safer access and 
connectivity to the amenities and management offices. He is asking Council to consider 
approval of the rezoning request to swap these two parcels. 
 
A resident of Camden Village Drive inquired about the height limitations on the proposed 
office parcel that would abut her subdivision and how many stories are they considering.

He indicated they have worked out arrangements with Newnan Hospital to put most of 
their equipment in their parking lot and personnel and would bring in specific pieces of 
equipment that will be needed in pick-up trucks and personnel will be in a fifteen 
passenger van. He advised they will not be filming names on headstones and will be in an 
area that is not busy.  He stated his practice is to stay on the pavement.

Ordinance, the Planning Commission of the City of Newnan has forwarded its 
recommendation to the City Council;  and 
 
 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to said requirements of the City Zoning Ordinance, 
the City Council has conducted a properly advertised public hearing on the 
rezoning application not less than 15 nor more than 45 days from the date of 
publication of notice, which public hearing was held on the 26th day of May, 
2009;  and 
 
 
 WHEREAS, after the above-referenced public hearing, the City Council 
has determined the revised project plan meets the requirements of the City 
Zoning Ordinance and would be in the best interest of the residents, property 
owners and citizens of the City of Newnan, Georgia;  and 
 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of 
Newnan, Georgia, and it is hereby ordained by the authority of same that the 
project plan for Villages of Stillwood Farm , approved in 1997, revised July 
2001, revised December 2002, last revised November, 2004, is hereby revised 
as follows:
