Purpose: To inform the public of the City of Newnan'’s intent to update the Capital Improvements
Element (CIE) of the 2006-2026 Comprehensive Plan, which includes the Short Term Work
Program (STWP); To receive suggestions and comments on the proposed updates.

Background: The Georgia Development Impact Fee Act (GDIFA) was enacted into law in 1990.
It sets rules for local governments that wish to charge new development for a portion of the
additional capital facilities needed to serve it. Under GDIFA, local governments may impose
exactions on developers to help finance the expansion of their infrastructure systems only through
an impact fee system and only for the specific types of facilities and infrastructure listed in the law.

All local governments that utilize an impact fee system under the GDIFA must include CIEs in their

comprehensive plans and update the CIE portion of their plan annually. The STWP is included as
a part of the CIE.

Per the minimum standards of the planning process, all local governments must hold one public
hearing prior to the transmittal of their updates. Official transmittal to the Chattahoochee-Flint
Regional Development Center (RDC) and the Georgia Department of Community Affairs (DCA) is
planned to be requested at a later Council meeting. After review and approval of the CIE update
by the RDC and DCA, the Council will be asked to officially adopt the CIE update for 2009.

In addition to the legally required annual update, staff has undergone a comprehensive update of
the entire CIE. While this is not required, it is periodically essential to keep the impact fee program
current with conditions and needs within the City. The public hearing and ultimate adoption will

also apply to this update, but it is not subject to review and approval by the RDC or DCA.
Therefore, the upcoming request for transmittal will only apply to the smaller, annual update.

Purpose: To consider awarding a contract for the full depth reclamation and paving for five (5) street
segments

Background: On June 1, 2009, the Public Works Department released an Invitation to Bid for full
depth reclamation and paving for five (5) street segments as follows:

Greison Trail, from Bullsboro Drive to Jefferson Street

Summergrove Parkway, from Lower Fayetteville Road to bridge over White Oak Creek
Elm Street, from Atkinson Street to Dixon Street

Lovelace Street, from Boone Drive to Sunset Lane
Saint Clair Street, from Spring Street to Wesley Street

The scope of services, generally, consists of re-constructing a stabilized base course and constructing a
binder and surface course of bituminous plant mix on the prepared foundation. Transitions to side roads,
acceleration/ deceleration lanes, and tie-ins to driveways are included and will be constructed to the
proper width and in such a manner to establish a smooth ingress and egress at each location. Final

striping and pavement markings, to be reflective thermoplastic, generally include double yellow lines in
the center and white lines on the edges, Georgia DOT type crosswalks and 24” stop bars.

Concrete work, as a part of the base bid, includes the installation of ADA compliant ramps throughout all
segments of the project.

Two separate sealed proposals were received at the office of the City Manager, June 16, 2009, with base bid
amounts as follows:

Blount Construction, Inc.

$1,239,960.62
