As you are aware, the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) recently assembled a housing resource team that visited
the City in January of this year. This team was charged with examining conditions within the City of Newnan and
working with City and DCA staff and the Georgia Initiative for Community Housing (GICH) team to propose ideas to
specifically address what the GICH team should do to address housing concerns. The resource team suggested preparing
an Urban Redevelopment Plan (URP) in order to utilize opportunities presented in the Urban Redevelopment Act. Upon
learning of these findings, the Council advised City staff and the GICH team to write such a plan. Prior to writing the
plan a finding of necessity resolution must be adopted that cites the need for the plan and addresses a few other issues.
Those issues are identification of how the plan will be administered and implemented, which powers will be granted by
the council to the administering and/or implementing body, who will be the administrator(s) and/or implementer(s), and
the length of time the plan will be in force. Additionally, staff is seeking direction on the various tools that the Council
would or would not like to take advantage of via the URP and the level of oversight Council wishes to have over the
redevelopment agency, should it appoint one. Each of these items has been discussed in detail through a memo that has
previously been sent to the Council.

Your feedback at the July 21, 2009 Council meeting is imperative to the continuance of creating the URP and is greatly
appreciated. Specifically, I need to know Council’s opinion on the following items.

e How- Does the Council wish to grant Urban Redevelopment Powers to themselves or to a new agency

e  Who- If the Council wants to create an agency, how many people will make up the board of commissioners that
oversees it? What will their terms of service be? Will the Council apply extra rules regarding conduct or
termination? If the Council wants to retain the powers for themselves, who will implement the plan? Will it be
one of the Council members? Will a new position be created? Will it be appointed to City staff?

e Powers- If an agency is created, which powers does the Council wish to grant to the agency? Which powers does
the Council wish to prohibit the agency from using? If the Council retains the powers for themselves, are there
any that they do not wish to grant to themselves?

e Tools- Of the tools listed, which does the Council wish to allow as an option to be used in implementing the plan?

e Length-Will the Council institute a sunset date on implementing the plan or an agency, if it is created?

e Oversight-Does the Council want the potential agency to seek Council’s approval on all or some actions or allow
the agency to independently operate?

Purpose: To amend the City of Newnan Zoning Ordinance as it pertains to height
requirements in the [-85 corridor.

Background:

At the May 12, 2009 meeting of the Planning Commission, Staff was instructed to draft
language related to height requirements for non-residential buildings located near Interstate 85.
The Commission recommended a maximum height of 85 feet for non-residential structures
within the proposed overlay area. The boundaries of the overlay were set as Bullsboro Drive to
the north, Poplar Road to the south, Newnan Crossing Boulevard East to the east and Newnan
Crossing Bypass to the west. This particular overlay area was selected because it was the area
best suited to allow for greater building heights and it did not impact the character of the City’s
historic neighborhoods and downtown. In addition, the Commission also asked for language
that would ensure that materials used on the taller structures would compliment existing
materials on adjacent buildings and not detract from structures already in the area.

Recommendation:

At the June 9, 2009, Planning Commission meeting, Staff presented language that addressed
those areas requested by the Commission. The Commission reviewed the wording and voted

unanimously to recommend the text amendment to the Mayor and City Council as drafted by
Staff.
