EASTLAKE TOWNHOUSES – MAILBOX AND PARKING CONFLICT  
 
The Community Development Director informed Council on August 11, 2009; Janice 
Napier of Heritage Property Management appeared before the City Council to discuss 
issues regarding on-street parking in Eastlake Townhomes at Summergrove.  Ms. Napier 
specifically highlighted two issues. The first issue involved the inability of the postal carrier 
to deliver the mail when vehicles were parked within the designation on-street parking 
spaces. The second issue involved striping of the on-street parking spaces as vehicles 
were not properly parking in the spaces. He indicated Council forwarded these issues to 
staff for additional research and recommendation.  He stated after visiting the site and 
researching the officially recorded subdivision plat, staff determined there was ample right-
of-way that would permit relocation of the mailboxes. Staff asked Ms. Napier to gather 
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input from the residents to determine if they wanted to restrict parking or relocate the 
mailboxes.  He advised as of this date, the City has not received this information nor 
heard from anyone other than Ms. Napier indicating she had several complaints from 
residents. It is staff’s recommendation, that parking not be restricted. He stated the 
parking spaces were designed to be parallel spaces, but they are not striped.  Staff’s 
recommendation is that they be allowed to stripe the spaces under the supervision of the 
City Engineering Department.  
 
Motion by Councilman Coggin, seconded by Councilman Alexander to deny the request 
for parking to be restricted and allowed them  to strip the parking spaces clarifying their 
intended purpose as a parallel space under the supervision of the City Engineering 
Department.

Councilwoman Jenkins suggested that a portion of the members of the Redevelopment 
Agency be a resident or have a business or some kind of ties to the redevelopment area.

The Planner informed Council in the plan preparation documents that are available from 
the state there is a provision for adding these type Ethical issues.

He 
indicated the structure was unsecure from unforced entry at the time of the inspection; 
however the structure was secured after the inspection of the interior.  Staff is requesting 
Council’s approval to proceed with condemnation procedures.

STREET 
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council the file was opened on May 27, 2009 for 
21 Fourth Street.

He indicated that a representative for the attorney’s offices 
was to be here tonight but due to weather conditions she will not be able to be here;

they wanted them to proceed.

He indicated the Chief Building Official reviewed 
the plans and advised the needed corrections have been made and approved.  
 
Rev. Newton stated they are ready to proceed. He indicated funding has been obtained by 
a banking company and noted it will take one hundred eighty days to complete the interior.   
 
Mayor Brady instructed him they will need a plan on how long it will take them to do the 
project and make sure funding is available.  He instructed staff to meet with the contractor 
to come up with a schedule for a time frame on the progress with thirty (30) day status 
reports.

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The Code Enforcement Officer is requesting Council to accept the status report on the 
property listed. 
     
NSP GRANT – ISSUE OF THE LONG TERM ADMINISTRATION OF THE REVOLVING 
PROGRAM INCOME GENERATED FROM THE SALE OF THE HOUSES PURCHASED 
AND REHABILITATED WITH NSP FUNDS 
 
The City Attorney stated after much discussion over the last four months, DCA has 
tentatively agreed to restructure the NSP Grant as non-recourse 0% interest loan to the 
City (following expenditure of the funds as intended by the City and Habitat). The City 
would loan the money under the same terms to Habitat to purchase, rehabilitate and sell 
the specified number of houses and would administer the loan during the acquisition 
rehabilitation and selling period (estimated at 4 years) but probably much sooner if 
qualifying houses are still available.  Habitat would sell the house to a qualified individual.  
The Note and Security Deed to Habitat for each house would be assigned to DCA.  DCA 
would collect the payments.  This revolving program income would go into the statewide 
account and would not be earmarked for Newnan or Coweta County.  This would relieve 
the City of the long term responsibility or administering the revolving program income.  
Repayment of the individual notes pays off the DCA and City notes.  
 
Mayor Brady indicated the first step is to decide if the City wants to do the 14 houses, 
spend the money that is out there and be finished and let the program income go into a 
statewide account that would not be earmarked for Newnan or Coweta. 
 
He stated the second choice would be getting in the business of administering not only the 
initial money, but program income as it comes in, so the revolving money is left here 
holding in the City and our community. 
 
Councilwoman Jenkins indicated there could be a third option which could be done with 
entitlement cities and noted this is done all the time. She would like to see this issue 
researched before making a decision.  She stated there are other NSP Funded 
Organizations that have done this and she would like to look at this option.  
 
The City Attorney indicated he did not know if DCA would take this project and convert it 
into one of those type programs.  
 
The Planner Director advised Council DCA indicated they feel more comfortable going 
with the revolving program.  
 
Mayor Brady stated that DCA wants the City to go with the revolving program; however it 
depends on whether the City wants to keep the money or if we want to give it back to the 
state.  
 
Ms. Leslie Merriman thanked the City for working with them on this program and project. 
She stated this would be a great impact on the community and there is a potential of 
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moving 15-20 families into a home within a year. She does not want to miss this 
opportunity to make an impact that will set the stage for others to follow because of an 
administration question. 
 
The City Manager indicated the City would like to administer the project taking the 
fourteen (14) houses and at the end of four (4) years he would like to be out of it.  
 
Councilman Shell indicated he was reluctant to look at the program longer than the four 
(4) year commitment until we know more about how it works.  
 
Councilman Hicks express concerns on making a 20 year commitment to the program and 
does not think it will be fair to a future Council or Organization. 
 
Ms. Strozier speaking on behalf of the Redevelopment Authority noted they would like to 
be considered to be able to handle this program, otherwise, they may not have any 
funding due to some of the state funding maybe eliminated.   
 
The Planning Director informed Council she had talked with Development Authority and 
they indicated this is something they would look at and discuss, however they would need 
to look at some of the details with the City, but it was not out of the question.  
 
Mayor Brady instructed staff to meet with the Redevelopment Authority and present a 
report to Council.    
 
LYNCH PARK POOL – STATUS REPORT AND RECOMMENDATIONS  
 
Councilman Alexander informed Council the committee has met twice since the August 
25, 2009 Council meeting.  He advised at the second meeting Josh Brener of Water 
Solutions provided excellent insight regarding the design requirements of different 
programming options and proceeded to recommend that the City pursue a family 
recreation style pool that would accommodate a mix of programs, but not to pursue a 
competition pool. He stated Mr. Brener gave several reasons for his recommendation, 
specifically stating that a recreation style pool would attract significantly more users and 
also be cheaper to construct.  He indicated after further discussion, the committee 
recommends proceeding as follows:  
 
 To proceed with a recreation style pool that would accommodate lap swimmers, 
 recreational swim/play and varying age groups; and to include features such as  
 zero depth entry, separate kiddie/splash area, and shade features.  
 
 To request authorization from the full City Council body to hire Josh Brener of  
 Water Solutions to provide technical services as the City’s representative on the 
 pool project. 
 
 That the sub-committee meet again with Mr. Brener to develop the conceptual 
 plan for the pool. 
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 While the conceptual planning process is on-going, City staff will develop the RFQ 
 (Request for Qualifications) that will be used to pre-qualify different terms of 
 contractors. The pre-qualification process will allow the City to establish minimum 
 standards for the terms of contractors and only invite the most qualified teams  
 to bid on the project. 
 
 While the pre-qualification process is on-going, Mr. Brener will develop technical 
 specifications that will be included in the RFP (Request for Proposals). The 
 technical specifications will allow for competitive bidding and also allow an  
 ‘apples to apples’ review of each proposal. 
 
 To begin the conceptual planning and bidding process immediately and with an 
 aggressive schedule necessary to complete the new pool facility by May of 2010. 
 
 To continue discussing and analyzing options for enhancing pool operations, 
 whether through an expanded agreement with Coweta County or a new agreement 
 with another pool operator such as the YMCA.  
 
Motion by Councilman Coggin, seconded by Councilwoman Jenkins to approve the 
request by the committee authorizing them to hire Mr. Josh Brener of Water Solutions to 
provide technical services as the City’s representative on the pool project at Lynch Park 
and funding taken from SPLOST account.      
 
    MOTION CARRIED.  (UNANIMOUSLY)    
    
REQUEST – GREATER MT. ZION A.M.E. CHURCH – HOLD CANCER-WALK
