The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Newnan, Georgia was held on 
Tuesday, October 27, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with Mayor 
Keith Brady presiding.  
 
CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mayor Brady called the meeting to order and delivered the invocation.

Planning Director, Tracy Dunnavant;  Community Development Director, Cleatus Phillips;  
City Attorney, Brad Sears and Police Chief, Douglas “Buster” Meadows.   
 
MINUTES – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING – OCTOBER 13, 2009 
 
Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilwoman Jenkins to dispense with the 
reading of the minutes of the Council meeting on October 13, 2009 and adopt them as 
presented.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
 
RECOGNITION – 2009 NEWNAN CITIZEN ACADEMY GRADUATES  
 
Mayor Brady informed Council that the City held its sixth Newnan Citizen Academy to 
educate and inform the citizens of Newnan about every aspect of City government and 
was organized by staff member Gina Snider.

APPOINTMENT – NEWNAN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY  
 
Motion by Councilwoman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alexander to re-appoint 
Malcolm Jackson to the Newnan Development Authority for another four (4) year term. 
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
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APPOINTMENT – COMMUNITY ACTION FOR IMPROVEMENT BOARD OF 
DIRECTORS – REPLACE JENKINS  
  
Motion by Councilwoman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alexander to appoint 
Yolanda Colton to the Community Action for Improvement Board of Directors to replace 
Councilwoman Jenkins.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
     
REQUEST – NEWNAN DOWNTOWN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY – FUNDING 
THROUGH HOTEL TAX RECEIPTS BE APPROVED FOR SIGNAGE TO BE ADDED TO 
INTERSTATE 85 (EXITS 47 AND 41) RECOGNIZING DOWNTOWN NEWNAN 
 
Mayor Brady indicated the next item on the agenda is a letter from the Newnan Downtown 
Development Authority requesting Council to consider funding of $5,128.17 from the Hotel 
Motel tax receipts for the signage for Interstate 85 that would recognize the exits that lead 
to historic downtown Newnan. 
 
The City Manager informed Council after studying this issue and talking with the City 
Attorney they feel this expense cannot be taken from the Hotel Motel tax receipts. He 
stated he does not feel two signs for $5,000 that say Newnan is worthwhile since there are 
already Newnan signs on the Interstate. He indicated in tough economic times when the 
city is struggling to make budget it is a big expenditure no matter the funding source.   
 
The City Attorney informed Council the wording in the Hotel Motel tax talks about how to 
promote tourism, does not include expenditures for capital projects. He indicated a capital 
project was what you build. 
 
Councilman Alexander stated he thought the signs will be worthwhile in the long term for 
the City.   
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Coggin to approve the 
request by the Newnan Downtown Development Authority for funding of $5,128.17 from 
the Hotel Motel tax receipts for the signage for Interstate 85 (exits 47 and 41) that would 
recognize the exits that lead to historic downtown Newnan.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
 
Mayor Brady turned the meeting over to Mayor Pro Tem Jenkins because he has a listing 
on the property at 200 Millard Farmer Industrial Boulevard.  
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REZONING REQUEST – JIM PARKER PROPERTIES GEORGIA LLC – REZONE 34.14 
ACRES AT 200 MILLARD FARMER INDUSTRIAL BOULEVARD – FROM HEAVY 
INDUSTRIAL TO GENERAL COMMERCIAL – REFERRAL TO PLANNING 
COMMISSION FOR CONSIDERATION AND RECOMMENDATION   
 
Mayor Pro Tem Jenkins stated Jim Parker Properties, LLC has submitted an application 
for the rezoning of a tract of land consisting of 34.14 acres located at 200 Millard Farmer 
Industrial Boulevard.  She indicated the applicant is seeking to accommodate a mixture of 
commercial and office type uses. She indicated this is going before the Planning 
Commission for a report and recommendation.  
 
Mayor Pro Tem Jenkins turned the meeting over to Mayor Brady.  
 
REQUEST – SPECIFIC CITY VEHICLES BE DECLARED AS SURPLUS –IN ORDER TO 
OFFER THEM FOR SALE VIA PUBLIC AUCTION ON THE INTERNET  
  
Mayor Brady stated the next item on the agenda is a request for Council to consider the 
following vehicles as surplus in order to offer these items for sale via public auction on the 
internet:

Motion by Councilman  Alexander,  seconded by Councilman  Shell  to approve the 
request to declare the 1996 and 2005 Ford Crown Victoria  salvaged by Police 
Department and the 2002 International Truck salvaged by the Street Department as 
surplus vehicles in order to offer these items for sale via public auction on the internet.

SUBSTANDARD HOUSING REPORT – 10 BURCH AVENUE 
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council an inspection of the exterior and interior 
of the structure located of 10 Burch Avenue was conducted on October 8, 2009 and a 
report was created.  The structure is secure from unforced entry.  Staff is requesting 
Council’s approval to proceed with condemnation procedures and noted this is for 
Information Only. 
 
SUBSTANDARD HOUSING - SCHEDULE PUBLIC HEARING – 77 BAILEY DRIVE  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer is requesting Council’s approval to schedule a public 
hearing for the structure located at 77 Bailey Drive for January 26, 2009.  
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Motion by Councilman Coggin, seconded by Councilman Alexander to schedule a public 
hearing on the substandard structure located at 77 Bailey Drive for January 26, 2010. 
         
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
     
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 11 TUXEDO 
AVENUE 
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council an inspection of the exterior and interior 
of the property located at 11 Tuxedo was conducted on August 27, 2009 and a report was 
created. Staff is requesting Council’s approval to adopt a resolution requiring the property 
owner to repair or demolish the structure. He indicated the cost of the repairs does exceed 
50% of the fair market value of the structure. 
  
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing asking if anyone present wanted to speak on 11 
Tuxedo Avenue to please come forward.   
 
Mr. Irvin Jones, Jr., representing owner, informed Council he had already obtained a 
building permit and work has begun on the structure. He is requesting one hundred eighty 
(180) days to complete the repairs.   
 
Mayor Brady closed the public hearing on 11 Tuxedo Avenue.   
 
Motion by Councilwoman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alexander to adopt the 
resolution on the substandard structure located at 11 Tuxedo Avenue instructing the 
owner to repair or demolish the structure within one hundred eighty days with 30 day 
status reports.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)  
 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 21 TUXEDO 
AVENUE 
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council an inspection of the exterior and interior 
of the property located at 21 Tuxedo Avenue was conducted on August 27, 2009 and a 
report was created.  Staff is requesting Council’s approval to adopt a resolution requiring 
the property owner to repair or demolish the structure within 60 days. He noted the cost to 
repair the structure does exceed 50% of the fair market value.   
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on 21 Tuxedo Avenue and asked if anyone present 
wanted to speak on this issue to please come forward.  
 
Mr. Greg Philpot indicated he needs more time to complete the repairs and is asking for 
one hundred eighty days to do repairs on 21 Tuxedo Avenue.   
 
Mayor Brady closed the public hearing.  
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Motion by Councilwoman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Coggin to adopt a resolution 
on the substandard structure located at 21 Tuxedo Avenue instructing the owner to repair 
or demolish the structure within one hundred eighty days with 30 day reports.    
 
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)  
 
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION – SUBSTANDARD HOUSING – 50 ROBINSON 
STREET   
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council Mr. Martin Gentry has pulled a demolition 
permit and is waiting on the contractor to complete the project. Staff is requesting 
Council’s approval to adopt a resolution requiring the property owner to repair or demolish 
the structure within forty five days.  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on 50 Robinson Street and asked if anyone present 
wanted to speak on this issue to please come forward.  
 
Mayor Brady closed the public hearing seeing no one come forward.  
 
Motion by Councilwoman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alexander to adopt a 
resolution on the substandard structure located at 50 Robinson Road instructing the 
owner to repair or demolish the structure within forty five days.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
  
PUBLIC HEARING/RESOLUTION CONTINUANCE – 21 FOURTH STREET  
  
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on 21 Fourth Street and asked if anyone present 
wanted to speak on this issue to please come forward.  
 
Mayor Brady closed the public hearing at this time. 
 
The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council the cost of repairs does exceed 50% of 
the fair market value of the structure located at 21 Fourth Street.  He noted this structure 
is bank owned. 
        
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Coggin to adopt a resolution 
instructing the owner to repair or demolish the structure located at 21 Fourth Street within 
sixty days.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
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SUBSTANDARD STRUCTURE – STATUS REPORT – 112 GREENVILLE STREET, 8 
FOURTH STREET, 8 THOMPSON STREET, 23 DEWEY STREET AND 68 SAVANNAH 
STREET  
 
The Code Enforcement Officer presented the following status report as of October 20, 
2009 on the substandard property that had been before Council at public hearings:

The Code Enforcement Officer informed Council the construction agreement for 115 
Temple Avenue has been signed by Rev Newton for a schedule of repairs. He indicated 
progress has been made.  
 
He noted 33 Fair Street has been completed.  They received their certificate of occupancy 
last week.    
    
The Code Enforcement Officer is requesting Council to accept the status report on the 
property listed. 
  
PUBLIC HEARING – REQUEST FROM WILLIAM K. FLOYD, JR – REZONE 0.17 
ACRES – 128 TEMPLE AVENUE FROM CUN (URBAN NEIGHBORHOOD 
COMMERCIAL) TO CHV (HEAVY COMMERCIAL) – OPERATE RETAIL STORE WITH 
LIGHT AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR RELATED TO TIRE INSTALLATION  
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing and asked the Planning Director for her report.   
 
The Planning Director informed Council William K. Floyd, Jr. is seeking to rezone 0.17 
acres located at 128 Temple Avenue. She indicated the request is to rezone the property 
from CUN (Urban Neighborhood Commercial) to CHV (Heavy Commercial). She noted the 
applicant is seeking to operate a retail tire store with light automotive repair related to the 
installation of tires. She stated presently he can sell new and used tires, but cannot install 
them on his customer’s vehicles.  The Planning Commission held a public hearing on 
September 8, 2009 and recommended approving the rezoning request with conditions.  
The property would be rezoned to CHV; however, the uses would be limited to only those 
currently allowed in the CGN zoning district as well as light repair services and new and 
used car lots.  
 
Mr. Steve Fanning, representing Mr. Floyd, indicated Mr. Floyd has been involved in the 
tire business for a long period of time.  He stated after leasing the property he learned he 
could only sell tires but not install them with the current zoning. 
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Seeing no one come forward, Mayor Brady closed the public hearing.  
    
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to accept the report 
and recommendation by the Planning Commission to rezone 0.17 acres at 128 Temple 
Avenue from CUN (Urban Neighborhood Commercial) to CHV (Heavy Commercial) to 
operate a retail store with light automotive repair.  
  
             
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)  
 
Councilman Alexander stated if they are going to sell tires, they should be able to install 
them.  He would like to solve the problem.  He suggested rather than changing the 
property’s zoning the City preclude this from happening again by changing the ordinance 
so that anyone who sells tires can also install them. 
 
Councilwoman Jenkins suggested the City grant Mr. Floyd a special condition to install 
tires under the current zoning.  
 
After discussion Council members expressed an unwillingness to change that parcel’s 
zoning to Heavy Commercial because they wanted to keep it in sync with the overall 
master plan in that corridor. 
 
Mr. Woods, owner, voiced his concerns with the request to rezone 128 Temple Avenue 
from CUN (Urban Neighborhood Commercial) to CHV (Heavy Commercial). He stated 
during the last sixteen years there has been the same type of business there.  
     
The Community Development Director indicated Council had the option of referring the 
request back to the Planning Commission and asking them to have a special called 
meeting to address the ordinance.  He stated they would have to meet certain advertising 
requirements but believes the Planning Commission could return the issue to Council by 
the November 24, 2009 meeting.  
  
ORDINANCE – AMEND ZONING MAP – 128 TEMPLE AVENUE CONTAINING 0.17 
ACRES  
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman DuBose to delay acting on 
the request to amend zoning map for the property located at 128 Temple Avenue 
containing 0.17 acres in the City of Newnan, Georgia from CUN (Urban Neighborhood 
Commercial) to CHV (Heavy Commercial) to operate a retail tire store with light 
automotive repair related to tire installation until its November 24, 2009 meeting and refer 
this recommendation back to the Planning Commission for a recommendation to consider 
a revision to the Urban Neighborhood Commercial zoning district to add installation at 
which is retail under certain  conditions.   
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY)    
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 RECOMMENDATION – SWIMMING POOL CONTRACTORS AND QUALIFYING  
 
 The Community Development Director informed Council they received eleven (11) 
responses for the construction of a new pool at Lynch Park. Staff, along with the City’s 
contracted Pool Advisor, Josh Brener, reviewed the proposals for commercial pool 
experience, qualifications of the design team, experience with municipal contracting, 
bonding and insurance capacity, reputation, and professional references.  He stated after 
evaluating the qualifications they are recommending the following four (4) pool contractors 
be pre-qualified: 
 
 Burleson Master Pools    Paddock Construction Company 
 Swim-Pro Pools, Inc.    Waterworks – Atlanta, Inc.  
 
He noted these four (4) pool contractors would be eligible to submit proposals as a sub-
contractor to the General Contractor when the RFP is released. 
 
Motion by Councilman Shell, seconded by Councilman Alexander to accept the 
recommendation by staff to pre-qualify the following four (4) pool contractors: 
Burleson Master Pools, Paddock Construction Company, Swim-Pro Pools, Inc and 
Waterworks – Atlanta, Inc.    
              
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
 
REQUEST – SUBSTANDARD STRUCTURE – 3 MELSON STREET 
 
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman DuBose to approve an extension 
on the structure located at 3 Melson Street until January 12, 2010 meeting with a plan to 
be presented to Council with progress being made during that time.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
  
REQUEST – RETREAT FOR COUNCIL  
 
Councilman Shell would like to start making plans for their 2010 retreat and not wait until 
March.

 WHEREAS, the Property is improved with an electric substation;  and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Commission has determined that, as with other electric 
substations within the City of Newnan, it is in the best interest of the 
Commission’s electric customers to sell the Property to another utility, the 
Municipal Electric Authority of Georgia, which is the Commission’s primary 
electric supplier (hereinafter “MEAG”), for MEAG to own, operate and maintain 
the electric substation located on the Property at the negotiated price with 
which MEAG represents the current fair market value of the Property, as such 
improved properties are valued. 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of 
Newnan as follows: 
 
 1. That the Property be sold to MEAG at the negotiated price with 
which MEAG which represents the current fair market value of the Property, as 
such improved properties are valued. 
 
 2. That the Mayor and City Clerk of the City of Newnan be authorized 
to execute such agreements, deeds, affidavits, and closing statements which 
may be required to effectuate the sale of the Property in the manner set out 
hereinabove.
