The regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Newnan, Georgia was held on 
Tuesday, November 24, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers of City Hall with 
Mayor Keith Brady presiding.  
 
CALL TO ORDER 
 
Mayor Brady called the meeting to order and delivered the invocation. 
 
PRESENT 
 
Mayor Keith Brady: Council members present: Ray DuBose; Clayton Hicks; Cynthia E. 
Jenkins; George Alexander; Robert Coggin and Rhodes Shell. Also present were: City 
Manager, Richard A. Bolin; City Clerk, Della Hill; Code Enforcement Officer, Matt Camp; 
Planning Director, Tracy Dunnavant;  Community Development Director, Cleatus Phillips;  
City Attorney, Brad Sears and Police Chief, Douglas “Buster” Meadows.   
 
 
MINUTES – REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING – NOVEMBER 10, 2009 
 
Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilman Hicks to dispense with the 
reading of the minutes of the Council meeting on November 10, 2009 and adopt them as 
presented.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
 
BOY SCOUT TROUP 50 - ARNALL MIDDLE SCHOOL  
 
Mayor Brady recognized Boy Scout Troop 50 from Arnall Middle School and noted they 
are on the road to Eagle and they are present tonight to satisfy their citizenship and 
community badge.  
 
GRANTVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEMBER 
 
Mayor Brady welcomed Rochelle Jabley, Council member from City of Grantville, to the 
meeting and thanked her for attending.   
     
REQUEST – RESURFACING 1.155 MILES OF ROADWAY ON VARIOUS CITY 
STREETS AND AUTHORIZE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE CONTRACT ON BEHALF OF 
THE CITY 
 
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to approve the request 
for the resurfacing of 1.155 miles of roadway on various City streets and authorize the 
Mayor to execute the contract with Georgia Department of Transportation on behalf of the 
City.  
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (UNANIMOUSLY) 
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ACQUISITION OF PARK PROPERTY – OFF LOWER FAYETTEVILLE ROAD/NEWNAN 
LAKES 
 
The City Manager stated in 2003 when Newnan Lakes was being developed as a 
condition of rezoning this property, the applicant was required to develop a 16.9 acre park 
and donate such park to the City. He indicated the construction of the park was completed 
in 2005 or 2006, but was never dedicated to the City. He informed Council he was 
contacted by the manager of Newnan Lakes to determine if the City was interested in 
accepting the park donation and if they were not interested in the donation, Mr. Ulsh 
asked that we amend the rezoning ordinance to remove such condition (cannot obtain 
clear title to the property with the zoning condition remaining in effect).   
 
Councilman Alexander indicated it is his understanding that the City agreed to build a park 
on the east side of town with impact fees. His concern is if we turn this park down we will 
have to pay for land and park for the east side.  He stated he would like to accept this park 
property. 
 
The City Manager informed Council the City has $3 million in impact fees allocated to 
build a park on the east side of town. 
 
Councilman Coggin has concerns about the parking and also the visibility of the park to 
the community and asked if we have any idea of how much signage would cost.  
 
Mayor Brady agrees with Councilman Alexander that we do need a park in that area, 
however there is only a small amount of land that could be used, and noted some of the 
land is wet land. 
 
Councilwoman Jenkins wanted to know what the original agreement was and the impact it 
has on the neighborhood if we do not follow through with proffered condition. 
 
Mayor Brady indicated they negotiated a higher density development in exchange for the 
proffered land. 
 
Councilman DuBose stated he walked through the park on Monday and found immediate 
maintenance would be required of the developers if the City were to accept ownership of 
the park.  
 
Councilman Hicks wanted to know if there had been any communication from the City with 
Newnan Lakes’ homeowners association about the possibility that their park could be 
opened up to the whole city. 
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Motion by Councilman DuBose, seconded by Councilwoman Jenkins to refer the request 
for the park property located off of Lower Fayetteville Road at Newnan Lakes back to the 
Planning Commission for further study and a recommendation instructing staff to talk with 
the developer about acreage, what the cost would be and what could be done  to expand 
the park.

ACQUISITION OF GREEN SPACE – (CURRENTLY BANK OWNED PROPERTY) – 12

Purpose:      
 
Bryan H. Day, on behalf of Jim Parker Properties Georgia, LLC is seeking to rezone 34.14 acres 
located at 200 Millard Farmer Industrial Boulevard.  The request is to rezone the property from 
IHV (Heavy Industrial) to CGN (General Commercial).  The applicant is seeking to attract a 
mixture of commercial uses to the site.

Summary: 
 
Staff analyzed the following criteria prior to formulating a recommendation: 
 
Is the proposed use suitable in view of the zoning and development of adjacent and 
nearby property? 
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The subject property is bordered by a mixture of zoning designations and land uses.   
Industrial uses are located mostly to the west of the property, while a residential subdivision 
and a funeral home is separated from the subject tract by the railroad to the east.  In 
addition, there are several offices located across Millard Farmer Industrial Boulevard to the 
north.  Given the mixture of uses and zoning, Staff sees a commercial/ office development 
as an appropriate use that would serve as a nice transition between the industrial uses to 
the west and the residential and office uses to the east and north.   
 
Will the proposed use adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or 
nearby property? 

 
The change in zoning could have an adverse impact on the existing industrial uses if the 
adjacent land is vacant or if an addition is being constructed on the rear of the industrial 
property.  The City’s Landscape Ordinance would currently require the industrial property to 
provide a 15 foot densely planted buffer since the land is zoned IHV.  If the tract were 
rezoned to CGN, the industrial properties will be required to provide a 35 foot densely 
planted buffer.  However, it should be noted that the adjacent property owners could seek a 
variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals since there is already a required 150 foot stream 
buffer on the subject property where it adjoins the industrial sites. 
 
In terms of the residential and office zoned lands, there should basically be no adverse 
impact since they are separated by the road and railroad tracks.  Therefore, the buffer 
requirements would not be impacted by the change. 

 
Are their substantial reasons why the property cannot or should not be used as currently 
zoned? 
 

No.  The property could be used as currently zoned and a preliminary plat has already been 
developed to accommodate an industrial park.  However, Staff feels that this tract is very 
visible from Millard Farmer Industrial Boulevard.  As such, heavy industrial uses would not 
be as aesthetically pleasing as commercial/office development.  In addition, the property is 
located in the Quality Development Corridor (QDC) Overlay district.  This means that any 
industrial buildings would have to meet additional exterior materials and screening 
requirements, which may be viewed as a deterrent to some prospective tenants. 

   
Will the proposed use cause an excessive or burdensome use of public facilities or 
services, including but not limited to streets, schools, water or sewer utilities, and police 
or fire protection? 

 
No, the proposed use will not cause an excessive or burdensome use of public facilities or 
services.  I have spoken with the Engineering Department and they felt that a mixture of 
commercial and office uses could be accommodated with the road improvements that were 
currently taking place on Millard Farmer Industrial Boulevard.  Scott Tolar of Newnan Utilities 
has indicated that there is ample water and sewer capacity to serve the site.  Both Chiefs 
Whitley and Meadows said that the proposed change in use would not have an excessive 
impact on their ability to provide fire and police services. 
 

Is the proposed use compatible with the purpose and intent of the comprehensive plan? 
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The Future Land Use Map shows the property as commercial mixed use.  This would be 
compatible with the requested zoning. 

 
Will the use be consistent with the purpose and intent of the proposed zoning district? 
 

The proposed use would be consistent with the purpose and intent of the proposed zoning 
as both commercial and office uses are allowed in a CGN designation. 

 
Is the proposed use supported by new or changing conditions not anticipated by the 
comprehensive plan? 
 
As specified above, the Future Land Use map shows this property as mixed use commercial.  
Therefore, the Comprehensive Plan anticipated a change for this particular tract of land. 
 
Does the proposed use reflect a reasonable balance between the promotion of the public 
health, safety, morality, or general welfare and the right to unrestricted use of property? 
 
Yes.  Given the surrounding uses, QDC Overlay district, and the surrounding zoning 
designations, Staff feels this request would provide a reasonable balance as it will provide a 
transition between the industrial and residential/office properties.

Purpose:   To inform the public of an update to the Impact Fee Ordinance; To brief the community on 
the changes caused by this update; To provide an opportunity for the public to make suggestions; To 
formally adopt an update to the Impact Fee Ordinance in order to enact a new fee schedule  
 
Background:   The Georgia Development Impact Fee Act (GDIFA) was enacted into law in 1990.  It 
sets rules for local governments that wish to charge new development for a portion of the additional 
capital facilities needed to serve it.  Under GDIFA, local governments may impose exactions on 
developers to help finance the expansion of their infrastructure through an impact fee system. 
 
All local governments that utilize an impact fee system under the GDIFA must include CIEs in their 
comprehensive plans and partially update those CIEs annually.  However, a more extensive update 
can be undertaken along with the complete update to the comprehensive plan, which is due at a 
minimum of every ten years.  
 
The City recently completed a comprehensive update to the CIE portion of its comprehensive plan 
and consequently executed a more extensive update to the CIE than is annually performed.  Due to 
the changes to the impact fee amounts, an update to the Impact Fee Ordinance is necessitated.  This 
ordinance establishes the rules that the City has established for all facets of its impact fee system.  It 
also provides a fee schedule, which must be compatible with the fee schedule contained in the CIE.  
The updated ordinance is attached with this staff report and shows how the fee schedule has 
changed.  For example, a residential unit was previously charged an impact fee of $1,103.00.  Upon 
adoption of the updated impact fee ordinance the new amount would be $1,291.87. 
 
Per the GDIFA rules, local governments must hold at least two public hearings prior to adopting an 
updated impact fee ordinance.  This hearing will be the second for the document in question and will 
serve the purpose of informing the public of its intent to adopt the mentioned changes. 
 
At the close of this hearing Council will be asked to adopt the updated ordinance, pending favorable 
public comment, in order to institute a new fee schedule.
