MEAG POWER SALE OF EXCESS RESERVE TO THE CITY OF NEWNAN ON 
BEHALF OF THE CITY OF DOUGLAS 
 
Mayor Brady indicated this is an agreement between the Municipal Electric Authority of 
Georgia (MEAG Power), the City of Douglas, Georgia, and the City of Newnan, Georgia 
for MEAG Power’s sale on behalf of Douglas of certain excess reserve capacity to 
Newnan pursuant to Section 312 of the Power Sales Contract between MEGA Power and 
Douglas.  MEAG Power is willing to facilitate and execute this transaction pursuant to 
Section 312, subject to this Letter Agreement.    
 
Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Shell to approve the MEAG 
Power Sale of excess reserve to the City of Newnan on behalf of the City of Douglas and 
authorize the Mayor to execute the agreement.   
 
    MOTION CARRIED. (6 - 0) 
 
REQUEST – APPROVAL FOR MAYOR TO SIGN LIMITED WARRANTY DEED FOR 
PROPERTY AS A GIFT FROM COWETA CROSSROADS SEWER, LLC – NEWNAN 
UTILITIES PURCHASE OF SEWER PLANT AT COWETA CROSSROADS 
 
Councilman DuBose wanted to know if an environmental study had been completed. 
 
Mr. Dennis Mc Entire, Newnan Utilities, informed him their engineering firm conducted a 
study.  He indicated the plant had been inspected making sure it was in good physical 
shape. He indicated  in the last two weeks test wells have been drilled to test the ground 
water to make sure the system has been operating properly. He advised in their opinion it 
is environmental sound.      
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Motion by Councilman Alexander, seconded by Councilman Shell to approve the request 
instructing the Mayor to sign the warranty deed for property as a gift from Coweta 
Crossroads Sewer, LLC for the sewer plant at Coweta Crossroads.

The Public Works Director informed Council eight (8) bids were received for the repairs 
and paving of the streets in East View Cemetery.  Staff’s recommendation is to award the 
contract to B & J Paving, Inc. for $60,522 and noted their proposal meets the minimum 
project specifications and qualifications for performing the work and funding from SPLOST 
2007. 
 
Motion by Councilwoman Jenkins, seconded by Councilman Alexander to accept the 
recommendation by staff to award the contract to B & J Paving, Inc. for $60,522 for the 
repairs and paving of the streets in East View Cemetery and funding from SPLOST 2007.

BID – DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF POOL AND POOL HOUSE – LYNCH PARK 
 
The Community Development Director informed Council five (5) bids were received for the 
design and construction of the pool at Lynch Park. He indicated after review of items such 
as cost proposal, proposed schedule, project approach, qualifications, experience, and 
insurance/bonding capacity, staff is recommending that the contract be awarded to 
Georgia Development Partners in the amount of $844,000. He noted in addition to the bid 
price, some items were removed from the RFP and are to be provided by the City and 
funding from SPLOST 2007.  
 
Mayor Brady instructed staff to meet with the subcommittee to discuss the items that were 
removed from the RFP that will be provided by the City and present a report and 
recommendation to Council.   
 
Councilman Hicks wanted to know where the difference between the $750,000 and the 
contract price of $844,000 for the pool and construction would be taken from. 
 
The City Manager noted several projects in SPLOST 2007 have been under budget and 
money is available from this account.

Councilwoman Jenkins has some concerns with the order in which Brandstetter Carroll  
has suggested the projects be completed. She indicated she wants to make sure this is 
just guide lines for Council.

He indicated Council directed 
staff and the Planning Commission to revisit the zoning regulations on group homes and 
similar accommodations. He stated their goal of the revision is to minimize the threat of 
nuisances resulting from the operation of group homes within residential neighborhoods 
through several methods. He presented five points they are: 
 
1) Involving public input in deciding where and if a group home should operate 
 through public hearing process. 
2) Increasing accountability of group homes by requiring copies of annual State 
 Inspections and reviewing each group home operations on an annual basis  
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 with a public hearing for each review.  
3) Limiting the number of people a group home can have in a single family residential  
 neighborhood. 
4) Mandating distance requirements from one group home to another group home or 
 any other special care residential accommodation.  
5) Enabling the City to act quickly should any group home conduct its operations in 
 such a manner as to create a nuisance and/ or endanger the welfare of the public 
 to take action to close the group home’s operations. 
 
Mayor Brady opened a public hearing on the proposed revision to Chapter 3, 21 and 35 of 
the City of Newnan’s Zoning Ordinance as presented and asked if anyone present wanted 
to speak. 
 
Seeing no one come forward, Mayor Brady closed the public hearing.   
    
Motion by Councilman Hicks, seconded by Councilman Alexander to accept the report 
and recommendation on the revisions to Chapters 3, 21 and 35 of the Zoning Ordinance  
from the Planning Commission.

He has a business 
relationship with owner and applicant.   
 
The Planning Director indicated the property in question is located at 200 Millard Farmer 
Industrial Boulevard and is currently zoned IHV (Heavy Industrial) and is requesting to 
rezone as CGN (General Commercial). She indicated there is a road that has not been 
accepted for the industrial park to the North the surrounding zoning had OI-1has offices 
located, East RS-15, residences, South RS-15;IHV, Residences; Vacant Land and to the 
West IHV, Industrial Businesses. She stated given the surrounding uses, QDC Overlay 
district, and the surrounding zoning designations, staff feels this request would provide a 
reasonable balance as it will provide a transition between the industrial and 
residential/office properties.

Re: Status Report and Recommendations Lynch Park Pool 

During the City Council meeting on December 15, 2009, a contract was awarded to Georgia 
Development Partners for the design and construction of the new pool at Lynch Park.  The 
contract price was $844,000.  This contract price did not include pool furnishings, safety 
equipment, landscaping, tree removal, shade structures, and a water slide.  The pool committee 
agreed to reconvene in order to research these items and provide a report back to the full body of 
the City Council.   
 
The major items of discussion were the water slide, shade structure, and furnishings.  The 
committee determined that the shade structure, which was estimated at $25,000, could be 
purchased at a later date if the need arises.  Some shade opportunities are provided around the 
pool with the refurbished gazebo and the purchase of pool side tables and umbrellas.   
 
The committee was presented with different options for the water slide, with prices ranging from 
$45,000 up to $80,000.   After examining the different options, the committee wanted to pursue a 
fiberglass slide with a 51’ slide tube.  The quoted price of this slide was $63,000, but staff was 
going to negotiate a better price if possible.  On Tuesday, January 5, 2010, we learned that the 
State Health Department would not approve the use of this water slide because the stairway was 
less than 4’ in width.  Staff contacted the slide manufacturer and was told that the slide can not be 
outfitted with a wider staircase, therefore the City’s Pool Consultant, Mr. Brener, began to 
research other options.  Mr. Brener contacted slide manufacturers all across the nation and could 
not find another fiberglass slide that was anywhere near the price range of the initial slide.  He did 
find a very suitable polyethylene slide that fits nicely on the new pool deck and is slightly cheaper 
than the fiberglass slide.  The price of the slide is $48,962 and the installation cost, if installed by 
the manufacturer, is an additional $7800.  Mr. Brener is currently getting an estimate from the 
pool contractor and is hoping their installation price will be somewhat cheaper.  This slide does 
require a smaller pool receiving area; therefore, some savings are likely in regards to pool 
construction.  Pictures and specifications of the proposed water slide are attached.   
 
Also attached is a proposed budget for the 1) furnishings and safety equipment, 2) landscaping and 
tree removal, and 3) water slide.  The total amount is $98,050.05.   
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
