Purpose:  To present a conceptual design locating sidewalks along Armory Road and Water Works Road       
 
Background: Staffs from engineering have developed a conceptual design locating sidewalks along both 
sides of Armory Road and the east side of Water Works Road, serving the existing parking spaces for 
Newnan High School.  The intent is to construct ADA compliant sidewalks to provide access between 
school facilities and student parking.  
 
Option 1 design criteria: 
 
Provide 12 foot traffic lanes 
Width of proposed sidewalks- 5 feet 
Provide standard 45 degree angle parking stalls 
 19 feet from edge of travel lane to front face of curb 
 
Notes: 

• There will be significant clearing of brush and trees required along the east side of Armory Road 

• Grading and the relocation of an existing chain-link fence will be required along the west side of 
Armory Road 

• A retaining wall will be required along the east side of Water Works Road, estimated at 4 feet tall 

• The existing curb and gutter along both Armory Road and Water Works Road can remain 

• This conceptual design was based on information obtained without survey from aerials and field 
measurements 

 
Option 2 design criteria: 
 
Provide less than 12 foot traffic lanes (11 foot or 10 foot) 
Same 5 foot sidewalks 
Same standard 45 degree angle parking stalls 
 
Notes: 

• There will be less impact on grading along the west side of Armory Road 

• The existing fence may remain 

• Requires the demolition of the existing curb and gutter and construction of new curb and gutter 

• The sidewalk will not have to narrow at existing utility poles

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council re-adopted Chapter 31, Sign 

Regulations, of the Zoning Ordinance for the City of Newnan, effective 

September 29, 2005; and 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council determined that an amendment to 

the Sign Regulations to be necessary so as to clarify certain regulations with 

regard to flags and banner within the City; and 

 WHEREAS, in accordance with the requirements of the City’s Zoning 

Ordinance, the City Council forwarded the issue to the Planning Commission 

for its review.  Following a public hearing on the issue, the Planning 

Commission has forwarded its recommendations to the City Council with 

regard to such text amendments; and 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to said requirements of the City’s Zoning 

Ordinance, the City Council has conducted a properly advertised public hearing 

on the rezoning application not less than 15 nor more than 45 days from the 

date of publication of notice, which public hearing was held on the 27th day of 

July, 2010; and 

 WHEREAS, after the above-referenced public hearing, the Mayor and 

City Council has determined that amending Section 31.160 (1)(c) of Chapter 31, 

Sign Regulations of the Zoning Ordinance would be in the best interest of the 

residents, property owners and citizens of the City of Newnan, Georgia to 
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encourage the effective use of flags and banners as a means of communication 

in the City; to maintain and enhance the aesthetic environment and the City’s 

ability to attract sources of economic development and growth; to improve 

pedestrian and traffic safety; to minimize the possible adverse effect of signs on 

nearby public and private property; and to enable the fair and consistent 

enforcement of the City’s sign restrictions. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of 

the City of Newnan, and it is hereby ordained by the authority of same that 

Section 31.160 (1)(c), Chapter 31, Sign Regulations, of the Zoning Ordinance of 

the City of Newnan be amended by deleting Section 31.160 (1) (c) in its entirety 

and adopting a new Section 31.160 (1) (c) as follows: 

 Section 1. Section 31.160 (1)(c) 

 

 (c) Flags provided that such flag does not exceed forty (40) square feet in 
area and shall be flown from either a vertical flagpole or a mast arm flagpole. 
The top of a vertical flagpole shall not be more than twenty (20) feet in height.  
Mast arm flagpoles shall not exceed 10 feet in length.  There shall be no more 
than three vertical flagpoles per lot and no more than four flags may be flown 
per lot.  The hoist side of a flag being displayed on a vertical flagpole cannot 
exceed twenty (20) percent of the height of the flagpole.  There shall be no more 
than two mast arm flagpoles to a building or per principal living space or per 
business.  Mast arm flagpoles must be securely attached to a structure.  Mast 
arm flagpoles cannot extend into the public right-of-way, or impede any 
sidewalks or foot traffic areas.  No more than one flag shall be flown on a mast 
arm flagpole and the hoist side of the flag shall not exceed forty (40) percent of 
the length of the pole.  Flags must be connected to a pole on the hoist side and 
the flag cannot be extended or supported by artificial means or mechanical 
devices in a manner that would extend the flag perpendicular to the flag pole or 
mimic the effect that wind or some other natural means is extending the flag.  
Any commercial message wording shall not be more than ten (10) percent of the 
square foot area of the flag. Commercial logos cannot be more than forty (40) 
percent of the square foot area of the flag. The combined square footage of both 
commercial logos and message on a single flag cannot exceed fifty (50) percent of 
the square foot area of the flag.   Any flag not meeting any one or more of these 
conditions shall be considered a banner sign and shall be subject to regulation 
as such. 
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 Section 2. Should any phase, clause, sentence, or section of this 

Ordinance be deemed unconstitutional by a Court of competent jurisdiction, 

such determination shall not effect the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, 

which provisions shall remain in full force and effect. 

 Section 3. The effective date of this Ordinance shall be upon adoption.

Purpose:     A request by Buford D. Whitlock and Myrtle W. Jackson to annex tax parcels   
073B 010, 073B 010A, 073B 012, and 073B 013 located off Roscoe Road and Highway 34 
Bypass into the City limits.   
 
Background:      
 

Zoning District County – Rural Conservation (RC) 
Requested Zoning CGN  
Current Land Use Single Family Residences; vacant land 
Parcel Sizes A total of 29.228 acres 

 
Buford D. Whitlock and Myrtle W. Jackson are requesting the annexation of a total of �������� 
acres located off Roscoe Road and Highway 34 Bypass into the city limits for a future 
commercial development.   The requested zoning is CGN (General Commercial District) 
although the applicant does not have a proposed development planned at this time. 
 
CGN is a district designed for the conduct of community-wide personal and business services, 
specialty shops, and general highway commercial development.  A commercial designation 
would be consistent with the County’s future land use map for this area as it is shown as a 
commercial corridor. 
 
Although the annexation would not create an island, it would further isolate those County 
parcels south of Avery Park and the Blackburn property.  It is Staff’s understanding that the 
applicant’s representative approached several property owners within that area in an effort to 
ascertain interest in a joint application; however, those property owners did not want their 
properties annexed.  Therefore, the applicant decided to seek annexation through the 100% 
method.  It should be noted that portions of the existing city limits lie further north and west of 
the subject properties.      
   
Surrounding Zoning Classifications  
 
The Northern tracts are surrounded by RC (Rural Conservation) County designated tracts.  The 
Blackburn tract across Roscoe Road is zoned RS-15 (Single-Family Residential).   
 
The Southern tract which has the old home place is adjacent to the following: 
 



Whitlock/Jackson 
Annexation/Rezoning Request 
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North:  R/W for Highway 34 Bypass; RC (Across the Road) 
East:   R/W for Roscoe Road; RD (County Two-Family Residential District); C-old (County 
Commercial) 
South: RD (County Two-Family Residential District) 
West:   RML (Residential Multi-family low density) 
 
Surrounding Land Use Pattern  
 
Northern Tract:  Primarily single family properties, vacant land and a cemetery 
 
Southern Tract:  Primarily multi-family developments, vacant land and a convenience store 
 
 
Summary: 
 
Staff analyzed the following criteria prior to formulating a recommendation.   
 
Is the proposed use suitable in view of the zoning and development of adjacent and 
nearby property? 
 

Adjacent and nearby property is zoned primarily single-family and multi-family residential.  
There is also a commercially zoned convenience store across Roscoe Road from the old 
home place property.  The CGN zoning would not be compatible with the majority of 
surrounding land uses at this time; however, with the upgrade of Highway 34 Bypass to four 
lanes, the County has chosen to designate this area as a future commercial corridor.  As 
such, a CGN zoning would be appropriate. 
 

Will the proposed use adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property? 
 

There are existing single-family residences along Roscoe Road that would be impacted by a 
commercial development.   Staff feels that measures should be taken to lessen the impacts 
including a traffic study prior to development and the installation of appropriate buffers 
between the commercial development and the residential uses.  
 

Are their substantial reasons why the property cannot or should not be used as currently 
zoned? 
 
No.  The property could continue to be used for residential purposes; however, once the road is 
completed as a four lane divided highway, the intersection location of these properties and the 
County’s future land use map designation as commercial will heavily impact their ability to 
remain residential. 
   
Will the proposed use cause an excessive or burdensome use of public facilities or 
services, including but not limited to streets, schools, water or sewer utilities, and police 
or fire protection? 
 
Fire Chief, David Whitley, and Police Chief, Buster Meadows, indicated that they would be able 
to service this property; however, Chief Meadows did indicate that there was a possibility that 
additional officers and equipment will be needed in the future to continue the current level of 
service as the commercial developments are constructed.  
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According to Scott Tolar, Newnan Utilities, water and sewer service would be available to the 
site; however, any improvements would be the responsibility of the applicant/owner. 
 
The City Engineer has reviewed the concept plan and did not have any comments that could not 
be addressed in the civil plan review phase. 
 
The school system would not be impacted since the land would be used for commercial 
development. 
 
Is the proposed use compatible with the purpose and intent of the comprehensive plan? 
 
The Comprehensive Plan does not address this area, as it is presently in the County.  The 
County’s Future Land Use Map shows the subject property as part of a future commercial 
corridor.  The proposed uses would be compatible with the County’s vision for this area. 

 
Will the use be consistent with the purpose and intent of the proposed zoning district? 
 
The applicant is looking at a future commercial development; therefore, CGN would be an 
appropriate zoning district.   
 
Is the proposed use supported by new or changing conditions not anticipated by the 
comprehensive plan? 
 
As this property is in the County, it is not addressed by the City of Newnan Comprehensive 
Plan.  However, this area is shown as being a future commercial corridor on the County’s land 
use map, which would support the applicant’s request. 

 
Does the proposed use reflect a reasonable balance between the promotion of the public 
health, safety, morality, or general welfare and the right to unrestricted use of property? 
 
Given the future development direction of this corridor, Staff feels the request does reflect a 
reasonable balance.  However, there is an issue with the lack of access off of Highway 34 
Bypass.  For a commercial development, access is key to the success of the project.  Staff 
would recommend that the applicant meet with the DOT to determine if additional access could 
be obtained for the southern tract.  Access is already available on the northern tract through the 
existing drive for the Hospital Road property. 
 
In addition, the developer should be cognizant of the residential properties that are adjacent to 
these tracts.  Measures should be taken to limit the impact on these properties from noise, light, 
traffic and other issues that occur with commercial development. 
 
Coweta County Response to the Annexation: 
 
The Coweta County Board of Commissioners reviewed the annexation petition at their meeting 
on July 8, 2010.  At that time the Commission voted not to object to the annexation; however 
they did formulate the following recommendations for Council’s consideration: 
 
 

1. Vegetated buffers of at least 75 feet in depth should be required to buffer 
contiguous unincorporated lots zoned for residential use.  
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2. Roscoe Road south of the SR 34 Bypass is maintained by Coweta County. Any 
future access driveway onto Roscoe Road from the southwest property shall be a 
minimum of 300 ft from the centerline of the intersection of SR 70/Roscoe Road 
at SR 34 Bypass and shall align with Tucker Drive. This access will require a 
permit from Coweta County.  

3. It is recommended that a traffic analysis within ½ mile of the Intersection of 
Roscoe Road & S.R. 34 Bypass be done by the Developer for any proposed land 
use(s) approved for the subject property that is annexed. Coweta County 
requests that any such traffic studies be submitted to the county to assess any 
needed improvements to Roscoe Road and any other roadways in the 
unincorporated area within the vicinity of the subject property. 

4. Impose the City of Newnan’s Quality Development Corridor requirements on this 
property. 

5. The City will provide Coweta County notice of any conditional use request, 
special exception applications, temporary or seasonal use event requests filed on 
the annexed property. 

 
It should be noted that Coweta County does require a 75 foot buffer between single-family 
residential and commercial uses, but they only require a 50 foot buffer between multi-family 
residential and commercial. 
 
Conditions Proffered as Part of the Annexation: 
 
None. 
 
Options: 
 

A. Recommend approval of the applicants’ requests to annex the subject properties into 
the corporate limits of Newnan 

B. Recommend approval of the annexation requests with conditions  
C. Recommend denial of the annexation and rezoning requests 

 
Planning Commission Recommendation:   
 
On July 13, 2010, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the aforementioned 
request and voted to recommend Option “B”; approve the annexation requests with conditions.  
The Commission felt the annexation and rezoning should be conditioned upon the County’s five 
stipulations listed above.

Commercial District) following annexation into the corporate limits of the City of 
Newnan;  and 
 
 WHEREAS, in accordance with the requirements of the City Zoning Ordinance, 
the Planning Commission of the City of Newnan has forwarded its recommendation to 
the City Council;  and 
 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to said requirements of the City Zoning Ordinance, the 
City Council has conducted a properly advertised public hearing on the rezoning 
application not less than 15 nor more than 45 days from the date of publication of notice, 
which public hearing was held on the 24th day of August, 2010;  and 
 
 WHEREAS, after the above-referenced public hearing, the City Council has 
determined the re-zoning of the property would be in the best interest of the residents, 
property owners and citizens of the City of Newnan, Georgia;  and 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of 
Newnan, Georgia, that the Zoning Map of the City of Newnan be revised as follows: 
 

Section I. That the property described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and 
by reference made a part hereof containing 29.228± acres be rezoned as CGN 
(General Commercial District) subject to the conditions which follow. 
 

1. Vegetated buffers of at least 75 feet in depth are hereby required 
to buffer contiguous lots in the unincorporated area zoned for 
residential use. 

 
2. Roscoe Road south of the SR 34 Bypass is maintained by Coweta 

County.  Any future access driveway onto Roscoe Road from the 
southwest property shall be a minimum of 30 ft from the 
centerline of the intersection of SR 70/Roscoe Road at SR 34 
Bypass and shall align with Tucker Drive.  This access will require 
a permit from Coweta County. 

 
3. A traffic analysis within ½ mile of the intersection of Roscoe Road 

& SR 34 Bypass shall be done by the Developer/Owner for any 
proposed land use(s) approved for the subject property.  The 
Developer/Owner shall submit such traffic studies to Coweta 
County for the County to assess any needed improvements to 



Roscoe Road and any other roadways in the unincorporated area 
within the vicinity of the subject property. 

 
4. The City of Newnan’s Quality Development Corridor 

requirements are hereby imposed on this property. 
 
5. The Developer/Owner will provide Coweta County notice of any 

conditional use request, special exception applications, temporary 
or seasonal use event requests filed on the subject property and 
shall submit evidence of such notice with its request to the City. 

 
Section II. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict or inconsistent 
with this Ordinance hereby are repealed. 

 
 Section III. This ordinance shall be effective upon adoption;
